 The first month of school is just ending and we are getting back into the routines 
of school. The staff, students and families have been doing much to make sure that we 
keep things as normal as possible. We know that, as we go into classes and see how 
things are going. Getting the year off to as normal a start as we can erases the fears of 
many parents. We work together to meet the needs of students at a difficult time and 
being together is one important way of doing this. There are specific things that staff are 
doing to make our world normal. Firstly they have the routines in place that keep kids 
safe and cared for. The emphasis of getting into the routine of school work helps  
students be comfortable and gives them a sense of purpose. Finally many of the  
services that we provide to help students learn are in place. This starts in the morning 
with breakfast. It takes place from 7.55 to 8.35 each day in the gym. We also have 
lunches and snacks available for students who need them at other times of the day.  
 However it is not back to normal. Unfortunately we are doing things very differ-
ently. We are social beings but, due to social distancing, we cannot give students high 
fives. Also we have students at home doing online learning. This is a good temporary 
measure but it is better to have students in class learning with their classmates. 
 Our Holy Father, Pope Francis also realises that we are in a different time, but 
also realises that we will get through this. When we do he wants us to work for a better 
world. To help shape that new world he has launched a new agenda. In his model we 
have to rethink how we relate to each other, the world we live in and how we make a  
living. The title of his plan is ñBrothers Allò. These words are inspired by St. Francis of  
Assisi and the Holy Father will sign his name to the document on October 3 at the tomb 
of St. Francis of Assisi. By being at his tomb, Pope Francis will find inspiration and  
comfort from one of the most beloved saints in the world. The saint he took his name 
from and the saint who is the patron saint of the environment. This means that Pope 
Francis wants us to remember that we live in a world that needs to be cared for.  
 The exact details of what will be said in the document will come after it is signed. 
However we can get an idea of his thinking from comments he has made over the last 
number of months. As I have mentioned, the fact that he is singing at his namesakeôs 
tomb means that the environment will be an important part of his message. He believes 
that we can only save ourselves alone. We have to be part of a group that, ñopens  
horizons, reawakens creativity and renews us in fraternity.ò He went on to say,  ñthe  
pandemic has brought us to a crossroads.ò From that  he stated that we need to change 
our ways, ñé and to cultivate values, connections and activities that are life giving,ò  
How will this work be done? Francis realises that this will be a long and difficult task and 
therefore he believes that it has to begin with our young people. Our role as educators 
will be very important and Pope Francis will speak to all in Catholic education on  
October 15 to share what we have to do to prepare for the world after the COVID  
pandemic. 
 Thank you everyone for all your work making the return to school as smooth as  

possible. As the year continues we will make sure that this becomes our norm and the  

students have a successful and enjoyable year.
